Studying biology was intriguing. Our professor at St.
Mary’s Seminary was Father Aycock. His reputation preceded
him. Offered the chair of science at John Hopkins University, he
declined simply replying, “I cannot leave my seminarians.” Under
his tutelage | was looking through a microscope at caviar. Peering
over my shoulder, he asked: “What do you see?” A little flustered,
| replied “fish eggs.” Never shall | forget his gentle jibe: “Mr.
Lomasiewicz, those are babies!”

We need to look beyond the obvious. This Sunday’s feast
day is TRINITY SUNDAY. | ask you: “WHAT DO YOU SEE?”
Your answer is correct...but do you see what you said? This is the
core of religion, the heart of all our belief. Look deeper.

Most of us make the mistake of treating it as an abstract
notion: Three in One. Someone called it a cosmic Rubik’s Cube;
twist the three Persons into place. Kind of academic, wouldn’t you
agree?

Or, you might try to make it a magic formula and simply
leave it in the air somewhere. It remains on the board or paper as
merely a formula, impossible to comprehend.

Here is how Joseph Cardinal Ratzinger did it; half a life
ago: “ The Church makes a (person) a Christian by pronouncing
the name of the Triune God.” (S)he becomes a member of the
divine Family by his/her sponsor’s act of faith. From that moment
on every thought and word and act becomes oriented to God and
to His power.

Two and a half millennia ago the Greeks were tussling
with the question: “Who am 1?” Stretching their thinking they
added: “Where did | come from?” In our jargon we query: “How did
all this happen?”

Just hundreds of years ago Immanuel Kant jumped to a
conclusion and said: “I think, therefore, | am.” His proposition
failed to give credence to a Creator; hence he turns us all inside to
think we are center of the universe. Sorry, Mr. Kant; you failed
logic 101, so you need to return to kindergarten and start all over

again. If we use your supposition we destroy God, morality and
order.

Let's go back 3200 years. The Hebrew escapee from
Egypt, Moses, went up Mount Sinai in the desert. There he
witnessed on amazing spectacle: a flaming bush that did not burn
up and spoke to him. The aging “savior” of the Hebrews asked
“Who are you?” the answer solves his and our puzzle: “I AM
WHO AM” (=YAWEH, in Hebrew). He found out eventually he
encountered a merciful and gracious God, slow to anger and
rich in mercy and fidelity.

This is the God we all worship all over the world. He
takes on a different face, depending on our culture, language and
point of view. Turning to God’s own divine revelation (the Bible)
we get clearer pictures of Who He is.

| admit that painting a picture of an equilateral triangle or
picking a three-leaf clover might not do much for you — but it did
for me as | studied geometry right after theology 101, and it
worked for the Irish king who took the clover leafs from St.
Patrick’s hand.

Now pick up John 2. Jesus is taking Nicodemus by the
hand and teaching Him about God. “No one can see the reign of
God unless he is begotten from above.” The sage retorts: “How
can a man be born again, once he is old?” Jesus' answer: “I
solemnly assure you, no one can enter God’s kingdom with being
begotten of water and the Spirit...God so loved the world that
He gave His only Son, that whoever believes in Him may not die
but have everlasting life.”

God is not an abstraction. The Holy Trinity is Three
Divine Persons in One God. We try to bridge the gap by thinking
of a family: father-mother-child, three persons in one family. We
merely scratched the surface. Be proud that the eternal God has
called you to be part of His Divine Family.

Now slowly and reverently make the sign of the cross:
“In the name....”
